@ is the thermostat knob, “ON” is 22°F, “OFF” is 123°F. Select a setting somewhere in between for your
comfort. Fan blade will automatically turn on and off as your rig heats up & cools off. When rain sensor
becomes wet, dome will close automatically and shut off fan blade, if it is on. When sensor dries, dome
re-opens again. If fan blade rapid cycles on/off, select more extreme temperature setting to minimize.

® is the dome adjustment/emergency close feature. To adjust dome, allow it to travel all the way up

automatically. Now push thumbslide to “Manual” position. Turn knob lowering dome to desired height, then

return thumbslide to “Auto” position (NOTE: at 1/3 open, fan blade exhaust efficiency is reduced to 90%).

After adjusting always check knob to insure it is now “locked into gearbox”.

IMPORTANT! ! Keep fingers away from knob while dome is automatically opening or closing. Always return

When rain sensor is wet and dome closed, manually open dome to override rain sensor then return thumbslide to
“Auto” position. When sensor dries dome will open.

To clean; remove 8 screws in ®, wash with mild detergent & re-install.

For storage; select dome down, +—F on @, then rotate @ to “0” (OFF).

ROOF MOUNTING INSTRUCTIONS;-AFTERMARKET

A closed cell foam gasket is provided with your fan. Place gasket on bottom of flange and screw flange with gasket
to roof using all 28 screws provided. Using silicone sealant, seal screw heads then apply a (1/4” approx.) bead
around perimeter of flange at roof. Silicone is not provided. For rubber roofs substitute EPDM compatable lap
sealant e.g. Dicor 551 LSW or 502 LSW.

ROOF MOUNTING INSTRUCTIONS;-OEM (Original Equipment Manufacturer)

Sealer is required between mounting flange bottom & top of roof.

. ~COMMENDED SCREWS:

No. 8 self-tapping flat head - 3/4” to 1” in length. All 28 holes must be used for proper seal. After celllng fan has
been mounted and wired, install interior garnish with screws provided. Garnish must be trimmed for thinner roofs.
For deeper than standard garnish, call Fan-Tastic Vent Corporation toll free.

REVERSE SWITCH:
Units equipped with a reverse switch - motor and fan blade must be completely stopped before reversing fan.

HOW TO USE YOUR FAN-TASTIC VENT

Windows furthest away from the fan provide the best air exchange. Windows should be open sufficient enough to
allow proper circulation of air. No other top vents should be open when using your Fan-Tastic Vent. Airflow can be
directed by dosing the rear windows and opening the front windows or vice versa.

CLEANING
Turn vent motor off. Remove 8 painted flathead screws around perimeter of screen insert only. Clean screen with
soap and water solution and reinstall. Motor is sealed and requires no lubrication.
